
Clonakilty Camera Club League 2011 Rules 
 

1. All images must be taken in the same calendar year as the competition, ie 2011 
2. All images must be the original work of the entrant 

2.1. In the event of any dispute, either the original negative or digital file must be 
produced (do not delete the original digital file from your computer!) 

3. All entries must be submitted prior to the closing date & time, stated via email, for each 
round of the competition 

3.1. An email stating the closing date will be sent by the competition secretary after 
the completion of the previous round. The email will be sent to the email 
address everyone@clonakiltycameraclub.net 

3.2. Details will also be given at the club meeting following the completion of the 
previous round 

4. Unless instructed otherwise, all entries must be submitted digitally to 
geoffgreenham@gmail.com 

4.1. File size should not exceed 3Mb 
4.2. Ideally, image resolution should be 180ppi 

5. Judging of each round will be done by club members unless otherwise stated 
beforehand 

5.1. Images can be viewed at the club website www.clonakiltycameraclub.net from 
the morning after entries close 

5.2. Images on the website will have been resized to 72ppi and 800 pixels longest 
side length to facilitate ease of viewing and to minimize storage space 

5.3. Images viewed at the club night will be those submitted to 
geoffgreenham@gmail.com and will not be restricted to 800 pixels longest side 
length or 72ppi (unless submitted as such) 

6. The means of voting for each round of the league will be based on voters choosing 
their top 4 images and awarding 10, 7, 5 and 3 points respectively. 

6.1. Votes will be tallied and then league points will be awarded for the top 10 place-
getters along the lines of 25, 18, 15, 12, 10, 8, 6, 4, 2, 1. 

6.2. In the event of ties, points will be added and then divided equally among those 
tied e.g. if three entrants tie for third place points will be distributed as shown -  
15 + 12 + 10 = 37; 37 ÷ 3 = 12 (no fractions of points will be allocated) the next 
place getter will receive 8 points 

7. When final tallies are undertaken, the lowest scoring round for each entrant will be 
deducted from their total. In this way entrants may miss a round without penalty 

8. Results, winning entries and progress of entrants will be displayed on the club website 
8.1. Results of the penultimate round will not be made public to add to the sense of 

excitement! 
9. Final results will be announced at the last meeting of the year 
10. Entries in this competition may be used in the Photographer of the Year Competition 

providing they meet that competitionʼs criteria.
